1. About the Overseas Researcher Program:

The Overseas Researcher Program provides the eligibility/status at Waseda University for a certain period of
time and necessary services for researchers engaging in educational/research activities at their home
academic/research institutions outside Japan.

*This program is designed for conducting research only. For this reason, enrolling in any courses and/or earning course credits
under this program is strictly prohibited.

*Waseda University is committed to conducting research that will lead to the world peace and the welfare of mankind,
prohibiting military research activities and military-related development.

2. Qualifications:

You should qualify all these qualifications or conditions:

+ You must to be recommended by the head of academic/research institutions outside Japan to which you
belong. (Please refer to the attached sample form of recommendation letter.)
You are required to have the ability to conduct your own research in Japanese or English.
Applicants holding academic position equivalent to Assistant Professor or higher at Waseda will be
qualified as “Visiting Scholar”
Applicants holding with Master’s degree or higher (equivalent of those at Waseda) will be qualified as
“Visiting Research Fellow”.
Applicants enrolled in a Master’s degree course at an academic/research institution outside Japan will be
qualified as “Research Intern”.

3. Host Researcher / Affiliation:

Please find your host researcher and obtain his/her informal consent to act as your host in advance. You shall
be affiliated with one of the graduate schools, research institutes, or research & education centers which your
host researcher belongs to. Otherwise, you could be affiliated with undergraduate school.

*If you would like to be affiliated with the Institute of Asia-Pacific Studies, you are required to obtain
grant/fund for expenses during your stay at Waseda from your home institution or other institution.
Please be noted that Research Intern can not be affiliated with the Institute of Asia-Pacific Studies.

4. Length of Affiliation:

Visiting Scholar/Visiting Research Fellow: The affiliation period is up to one year (365 days).
Research Intern: The affiliation period is up to 90 days.

5 . Application Procedure:

You should submit the documents mentioned below to the International Office, Waseda University (E-mail to:
iss-waseda@list.waseda.jp), at least 3 months prior to the start of expected affiliation period.

Late submission will result in a delay of formal approval of your affiliation. Upon receipt of all required
documents, the International Office shall forward eligible applicants’ dossiers to the relevant department’s
committee for screening. The results will be notified as soon as your affiliation is formally approved..

1) Letter of Recommendation from the head of the applicant’s home institution addressed to President,
Waseda University. Please refer to the sample letter attached to the last page of this document.

3) Research Plan (Form VSR-2A, 2B, attached)

4) Questionnaire (Form VSR-2C)

5) Certificate of employment or enrollment, or a proof of remuneration.
A certificate must be the original, including the name and address of the applicant’s home institution,
applicant’s position and length of employment /enroliment.

* This procedure usually takes 3 months or longer during the academic year.

6. Immigration Procedures:

Applicants who wish to stay for 91 days or longer to conduct research at Waseda University should
obtain a “Certificate of Eligibility”” to apply for VISA. The International Office, Waseda University
will act as a proxy in favor of the applicants and submit an application for a *“Certificate of Eligibility”
to the Tokyo Regional Immigration Bureau of the Ministry of Justice. It usually takes about 2 months to
be issued. It will be posted to applicants’ home address so that they can apply for the VISA at their
nearest Consular Section of the Embassy or Consulate General of Japan.

The International Office will not act as a proxy for “Research Intern”, as its affiliation period is up to 90
days.

Applicants of certain countries need to obtain a VISA of Short-term Stay when they wish to stay in
Japan for up to 90 days.

7. Arrival in Japan:

International Office staff will provide a basic guidance for your research stay at Waseda University.



8. Research Room:

A research room will be available for those who are equivalent to the professor at Waseda University on a
priority basis. However, the number of the research rooms is limited so that they could be fully occupied in
some cases.

The researchers will be assigned an e-mail address and password at Waseda University. They may use the
computers in any of the campus’ common computer rooms. Waseda will not provide researchers with a
computer for use in their research room. If they bring their own computers, they may connect them to the
university’s network after completing the prescribed application procedure.

Waseda has joined “eduroam JP”, a roaming service between institutions in higher education provided by the
National Institute of Informatics (NII). It gives users easy and secure network access when they are visiting an
institution other than their own. More details are available on their web site.

10. Library Use:

The researchers will have access to the Waseda University Center for Scholarly Information following
completion of the prescribed application procedure. The Library Card and any materials borrowed from the
library must be returned to the library counter at the conclusion of affiliation.

11. Accommodation:

Although the researchers are eligible to stay at university accommodations, it is advised to apply as early as
possible as the number of rooms is limited. In principle, all units are fully furnished, and are located within a
15-minute walk of the campus.

The researchers will receive a one-time URL for guesthouse reservation from the International Office after all
the application documents are submitted. Each researcher needs to visit the following website to make a
reservation online by him/herself. Application for guesthouse reservation will be accepted from 6 months prior
to arrival date.

Please note that researchers who have obtained the status of Research Intern are eligible to apply for
accommodations at “Waseda Hoshien” and Tokorozawa Guesthouse.

Note: Not all requests may be accommodated due to the limited number of the rooms available.

We strongly suggest that applicants purchase some form of travel insurance prior to departure from their
country. Those whose stay in Japan will exceed three months are required to join the National Health
Insurance Scheme. The premiums for this are the responsibility of the researcher. Seventy percent of medical
expenses will be covered under the National Health Insurance Scheme. Insurance premiums include basic
imposition (expenses for medical treatment) and nursing care payment imposition (expenses for nursing care).
Each has taxation on per capita basis and of income basis. The total of these amounts becomes the National

A: After obtaining a consent from your host faculty, please submit a paper specifying a shortened period and a
reason for shortening your period including your host faculty’s and your signature to the International Office as
soon as possible.

Q2: May | extend my research period?

A: After obtaining a consent from your host faculty, you can apply for extension through the International Office.
The application is available on request. You should begin the procedure at least two months prior to the termination
of your current research period.

Q3: Is there anything I need to do when | move?

A: Please visit a ward office in your place of new residence for necessary registrations. Please also inform the
International Office of your new address and telephone number immediately.

Q4: May | study Japanese language at Waseda University?

A: You are not allowed to be engaged in a regular work and receive any salary or remuneration as you are
supposed to be involved in conducting your research at Waseda University.

Q8: May | receive a reward for giving a lecture at a conference or workshop?

A: It is allowed to receive a reward for occasionally giving a lecture at Waseda University.
However, it may not be allowed as per grant policy which you receive. Please contact your grant office beforehand
if you have any queries about this.

Q9: Do I have to go through any formalities when | leave Japan?

A: Please return your ID card and office key (if using any) to the International Office.
Your library card has to be returned to the library reception desk.

Q10: Can | open a bank account in Japan?

A: Whether or not you can open your account depends on the rules at each bank; therefore, we suggest that you
prepare to receive a remittance from an overseas bank prior to your arrival.

If your stay in Japan is less than six month since the date of arrival in Japan, it could take you for a while to open a
bank account in some cases because you will be regarded as a “non-resident”.

Note: When you will stay in Japan without a Resident Card as a short-term resident, you are not eligible for
opening a bank account in Japan. Please secure funds for necessary living costs for your stay in Japan before your
departure.

Q11: May | request the return of the documents or certificates | submitted?

A: The University will not return documents or certificates submitted for application. The University will not be
held responsible for any certificates that cannot be reissued, such as “Marriage Certificate” or “Birth Certificate”.
When you are required to submit documents that will not be re-issued, photocopy the original and receive an
official signature, seal and a written statement from the issuer to prove it has been photocopied from the original.
